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"How are you then? Alright?" Quo are back on the road and
they, and us, are enjoying every minute of it; the only
time we've been able to see them since 1977 was when they
headlined Reading. So for their first UK tour in eighteen
months, the band decided to open with a blockbuster: three
nights straight off at Wembley. You could feel the
excitement a mile away from the arena as Quo's Army told
all the world and his friend who they were after: everyone
you saw down Empire way was a Quo fan; badges and patches
and "QUO" everywhere!

All the band say they love playing Wembley. Even Francis
admits, "the atmosphere's great'. And they were into it

as soon as the house lights went down: smoke, lights, sound.
And 8,000 of us a night joining in. The three nights at
Wembley sold out like the proverbial hot cakes. And those
of us who went every night had the best time.

Quo introduced us to the new theme. '"Fabulous", as Francis
says. If you're a real Quo fan you'll be seeing a lot more
of the fabulous logo. And that's the theme of the tour.
Even '"Jim'll Fix It" are "fabulous" fans, as you'll see if
you keep your eyes glued to the box over August Bank Holiday:
look out for a Class 1 fan called Lee.

I walked around the empty Wembley arena at 11.30 on the
Friday night. The road crews were already tearing down the
sound and light rigs, so they could drive through the night
to do Birmingham the next night; about thirty roadies
working their guts out. The hall was empty and quiet, and
only an hour before the place had been screaming to 8,000
fans in full flight, and that was before the encore!

Sod this, I thought, I'm going to Birmingham. So I caught
a ride with the road crew.

Quo's back-up management outfit are called Quarry and they
were the ones who put on the first ever rock concert at the
National Exhibition Centre in Birmingham, This was the
return, with Quo appearing in triumph; a 10,000 seater hall

they did it in style, with Alan and Richard, and manager,
Colin, jumping out of a helicopter direct from the Wembley
Cup Final.

At 8 o'clock, the mass of denim-clad fans were making the
atmosphere right for what the band have said was the best
gig so far. After half an hour of frenzy, the house lights
went down at last, the smoke came on, the drone, the band in
the half light of Andy's keyboards. Suddenly Rick was there
right in the middle with the classic opening of "Caroline".
With about ten thousand watts of power. That's what it
seemed like. We all thought the place would fall down with
the noise - our noise, Quo's noise, who cares?

And out of "Caroline'" straight into "Roll Over Lay Down".
I got up into the balcony and saw just a sea of rocking
heads and clapping hands. And I thought, "I've got to get
back down there", and I did, and we clapped and cheered and
sweated for about two hours, though it seemed like five
minutes. '"Hold You Back'", "Rocking All Over The World",
"Is There A Better Way?" and all the rest. Everybody's
favourite must've been there. And then it was all over.
But not for us. "You'll Never Walk Alone" came up like
magic; and the "We Want Quo". '"Dirty Water' hadn't put
the gobstopper down our mugs as far as singing went: we
wanted more. And back came the band, our band, right into
"Down, Down", and on for another half hour, ending with
"Bye, Bye, Johnny'". And then it really was all over.

"Fabulous "

I've just read through what I've written. I've left out
so much, like Spud's great drum solo, Nuff's tight bass;
and I haven't said anything about Andy yet. Or my aching
neck and sore hands. And I'm not writing any more 'cos
I'm off to Manchester to catch their few nights there.
Maybe see you at Hammersmith. If not, will tell you all
about it in the next Newsletter.

Chris Wiltshire asks: "Is 'Rocking All Over The World'
available on a twelve inch single?"

The single was only released on a seven inch by Phonogram
in 1977. The only twelve inch single that has been released
for them is on Pye called "Pye Big Deal" with four tracks on
it which are: A Side: Down the Dust Pipe and Mean Girl;

B Side: In My Chair and Gerandula. Catalogue No. is BD 103.

A large number of you are having difficulty obtaining the
single "Wild Side of Life". The single is still available
from Phonogram, catalogue no. 6059153.

Dave Buddle asks: "Can you still get the 'Spare Parts' or
'Quotation' albums?"

These albums were deleted some years ago and the only way of
getting them now is through second-hand shops.

Just recently the '"Dog of Two Head" album has been deleted by
Pye. However, Pye have been re-releasing a load of tracks on
a number of "Best Of'" and compilations. Full details are in
the Quo book, or from your local "fabulous'" record shop.

RECORD NEWS

The new Status Quo album was due to be released at the
beginning of this current British tour. Due to problems at
Phonogram, the release of the album has had to be put back a
couple of months. It is hoped it will be released in September.

Also recently released is an ablum from Pye who rush released
an ablum under the title "One For The Record" which has tracks
such as "Is It Really Me" and "In My Chair". You may already
have all this material on previous Pye albums but it is
definitely a collector's piece.

Pye also released a single in yellow vinyl in a series of
records called "Flash Backs'. The single is "Pictures of
Matchstick Men" with "Down the Dust Pipe' as the B side and
also comes in a picture cover. Catalogue no. FB52.

An album released by EMI titled "Twenty Rock Legends" also
features Status Quo as one of the bands in British rock legend.
The track on this album is "Down, Down".
