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There are two annual sit down and wait events in a year, one being when
QUO tickets are due to go on sale, The other being when you are waiting
for your local record emporium to open its doors so

wrap your grubby diggits around a copy of the new QUO album, As all true
fans will now know this annual event occured in early October the result
being as follows:-

After sitting through a dreary day at College reading the sleeve notes
and deciding what each track was going to sound 1like, I eventually made it
home and retreated upstairs to the unsuspecting turntable (and neighbours).

Lying back on my bed, correctly positioned between the speakers I eagerly
awaited the onslaught. On it came, pride of place at the beginning, the
new single. The fans judgement already reflecting their thoughts in its
high position already reached in the charts, It's a great opener, catchy
chorus and a nice easy riff - not heavy but an excellent piece of unrfront
acoustic sounding boogie.

Second track '"Run To Mumy" starts not unlike many tracks on the 'Heat'and
'Want' albums e.g. '"Who Asked You" but then bursts into the traditional
Rock/Boogie style. The chorus is a shade jumbled but remains catchy and
1like most QUO songs easily remembered,

'"Don't Drive My Car" breaks the rhythm of the first two songs quite effectively
but still gets the foot tapping to the raunchy riff and hints at a fresh style
of writing, even down to the dual guitars,

"Lies" takes us right back into QUO territory and rewolves around a punchy
rock a boogie backline rather reminiscent of the Sing-a.long'Claudie" and
it's written in the unmistakable Rossi/Young/Frost style,

Now cames my favourite track "Over The Edge" which is certainly their heaviest
track since 'Drifting Away'., If done live, this will blow the roof off.

It launches into a thundering riff and rocks along with a similar chorus to
that of "Rain'. Although the end looses direction slightly, in concert it
would be a cracker and is the best suited live track,

Over to side two and I still hope one day QUO will produce an album that you
don't have to turn over, it kinda' breaks the rhythm of things you know!
This side kicks off with '"The Wild Ones' another classic, especially after
two minutes into the song when they launch into a real mean piece of boogie
which I think is the highlight of the second side,

Second up is "Name Of The Game", unfortunately I rate this as one of the
weaker songs being a little unadventurour, There is a strong emphasis on
Andy Bown's keyboard which tends to detract from the guitars,

Now cames the second classic track, if ever there was one for immediate
comparison to '"45 Hundred Times" and '"Roadhouse Blues" being an ideal vehicle
for one of those amazing extended boogie workouts but unfortunately it fades
rather early and can only be improved live,

A Quick glance at the album sleeve reveals the next one is called "Rock'n'Roll"
phew! I thought three rockers down and still one to go. But, wait a minute,
what's this?, a ballad called "Rock'n'Roll". At first a real dissappointment,
I kept drawing parallels about Rossi's Country influence even though they are
not strictly evident in this song. N
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Chart potential of "On The Level” but also involving the boogie side of
QUO. After the clinical and un-QUO like 'Rockin' and 'Heat' albums,
"Just Supposin" has drawn the possitive aspects of the 'Want' set lnd
installed it with the classic raw sound we wanted to hear so dearly
once again.

There will be few complaints about this one and it should at last make
QUO realise that by getting back to the basics they've not only satisfied
the fans but done themselves great justice also, This is another album
which revolves around individual song power rather than trying to acheive
individual Status or guitar hero worship - No! QUO are not the latter but
a band that produce good time boogie and should stay that way for the sake
of their fans and for themselves, All in all, I just can't wait for the
next one and the tour.

For those of you who are wondering what the above alhlum is, 1t's a bootleg,
They are illegally recorded albums pressed up by shady backstreet characters,
Although the B,P.I, (British Phonographic Industry) would have us believe
they are brought into existance by organised Mafia style gangs, they are
usually manufactured by ex-hippy types out to make a fast huck,

Bootlegs are usually live recordings, although not always, that are tamed in
concert direct from the mixing desk., Just how the bootleggers get 'plugged’'
in is another mystery in itself although backhanders cannot be ruled out.

It must be stressed that you cannot buy this type of album over the counter,
it is illegal.

Most bootlegs originate from tbe U,S.A. and Burope, notably Sweden, Italy
and France. It would surprise you to know that bootlegs sell for even less
than official products in the U,S,A, Sometimes as low as only $4,00,

As you know, QU0 has never really cracked the U.S.A, therefore bootleggers
tend to neglect them although the converse is true in Furope with QXD being
bootlegged many times.

"Live In Lyon" is a European bootleg which 1s said to have been pressed in
England around early 1978, It contains material recorded in Lyon France
during their 1976 tour of Furope. It has a laminated deluxe colour cover
with a live picture of the band on the front and an early possibly 1972/3
picture of them off stage on the rear,

The recording is in very good steren, although you must note that even very
good stereo for a bootleg is usually a straight 'in line' recording,the

album has not been tampered with or mixed down, thus it is very raw, The

main fault being that it's too trebly, with the bass guitar too far into the
back ground that is at times cannot be heard. The guitars are fairly prominant
and vocals extremely clear, The drums are also very crisp and clear,

You may have noticed that the track listing is identical to sides one and two
of the official live double album, To add to this there is basically little
difference in the performance of each song except for a few out of place bum
notes during the Solo's. This tends to add more character and a live feel to
the album rather than detract from the listemers attention.

The best numbers are undoubtably "In My Chair", "Is There A Better ¥ay" and
an absolutely amazing rendition of "45 Hundred Times" which unfortunately is
faded out towards the end. Francis is in form doing the chat on side two,
although because of the song separation on side one, he gets faded out just
as he's about to have a chat, The Solo during "45 Hundred Times" is of
special interest being more loose and free'r than the "QUO Live" version.
