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[image: image6.jpg]As you vill all be avare John Coghlan quit Quo earlier this year during the making of
their 1982 album.Below is an account of a fantastic guy vho will be sadly missed.

John was born back in 1947 on September the 10th,the son of a Glasgov born father and
 London born mother.He vas educated and brought vp in Dulvich attending Kingsdale
Comprehensive School until he vas fifteen,he then left to start an apprenticeship as
& mechanic.After a brief spell John quit and joined the Air Cadets 1475 Squadron,
Dulwich Division.It w around this time that John developed an interest in drums

(as vell as fast cars,bikes and anything else in that mould) and joined up vith some
friends to form a Shadovs inspired proup called the 'Cadets'.Tt vas during one of the
groups rehearsals at a nearby Aircraft Base that he met the Spectres vho vere
rehearsing next door.The Spectres were so impressed with John that thev asked him to
Jjoin them,he accepted.

After many hard years of touring and flop records Cuo finally hit the bip time and
John was able to #ulfill most of his hobbies.One vas his enthusiasm for Pange Rovers
vhich he uses for 'off road' racing.John is also a member of the 2,000 strone All
Wheel Drive Club who race six to eight times a r on private land.To date he has
collected four prizes in variows classes of driving a specially converted Range Pover
pick-up.John also has a big interest in collecting Army vehicl

As you'll  know John's nick-name vas 'Spud’ or ‘'Mad Turk',the first one of vhich
vas given to him by Pick which he pot back in 1970 vhen he vas valking down the road
at the time sporting a pair of bagey trousers that sapped around the bum and Pick told
him that he looked like a sack of spuds valking along,the name has stuck ever since.
John now lives in the Isle of Man vhere he has been ever since 1975.He vas a
poverful drummer and loved touring and live performances more than most things.As he
vas once quoted as saying,"My part is keeping it rock steady and just laving it out,
I'm known as being a straight drumer not a technical one”....vhich he certainly
proves live.When the band weren't touring John would get bored,that's vhen the idea
of the Diesel band came about and gave him a chance to plav small clubs vhich vas the
'getting back to the roots' ides. 2

When earlier this year John made the split from Ouo it vasn't really so unexvected as
over the last year John thought very seriously about it and made the decision.Spud
vill continue now with his own band going under the name of Diesel hut will probably
contain different members of the original line-up for obvious ressons.f we should see
John back on the road soon as I can't think of anything better than being able to see
tvo good bands instead of .one.

merely going through the paces to obtain the best reproduction of the set un of
that period.Live Quo as we all know are hot,rav,loud and full of mistakes something
of vhich this album lacks except on 'Bye Bye Johnny' vith Alan cocking up the
entire second chorus.Pecorded live at the Glasgov Apollo tovards the end of
October 1976.This album closed the door on the bands second greatest phase (they
vould subsequently never attain those live heigths again) marking the end of an era
They vere nov faced with the uneviable task of either continuing or adapting their
style for the:next studio L.P.This period also marked the first major social split
vithin the band.

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VWell after the long wait for a new Quo album the lads hi done it again producing

yet another superd L.P. though it's different again to 'Never Too late' (first
hearing of it proves that) it's a real rocker.l was pleased to see and hear Quo have
produced this album themselves (something they haven't done since the 'Piledriver'
days) and you can tell.Side one opens with 'She Don't Fool Me' which reminds me very
much of the opening bars of 'Down,Down',it's a good rocking number with Francis
taking the lead vocals and has a catchy rythmn riff and pood backing vocals.Written
by Parfitt/Bown.Next up is 'Young Pretender' a Rossi/Frost number sounding similar
to 'Falling In,Falling Out',there's a nice chug-a-chug rythmn throughout and some
this must have been one of the stylish numbers ve've been hearing about.Overall a
8ood foot tapping number.

Next comes 'Get Out And Walk',each time I listen to this T can't heln thinking of
"You Don't Ovn Me'.Written by Parfitt/Bown it's a really strong sons which T found
very catchy and for me I think this is where the album really gets going but I
reckon it should have been much longer.'Jealousy' is next up this has got to be
another stylish somg which sports some good backing vocals and a catchy riffyin my
mind vhat lets it down is the constant changing guitar pattern which I don't think
really suits Quo numbers.Written by Rossi/Frost again.The closing number on this
side is 'I Love Rock N' Roll' an Alan Lancaster comvosition of which he also sines.
It comes over very weakly (no offence to you Alan!) and one can't help but thinking
that every time you see 'rock n' roll' in the title you expect a powerful song but
although it is sung from the heart I don't think it's approriate as a closing
number.

But having said that the flip side seems to pick up agmin.First un is 'Ressurectior
vritten by Parfitt and Bovn,there's no doubt mbout it,it's my favourite song on the
album and real typical Quo.No messing about with keyboards or pianos it's really
poverful vith Rick singing lead vocals,the number is a classic with the vhole band
really playing together getting a tight sound.If it isn't plaved live it will be a
great pity as it's destined to become yet another Ouo classic.Mext uv is 'Dear John'
which speaks fot itself althoupgh it's sliphtly wore commercial (nrobably why it was
