Quo’s determination to win against all the

the pop pressand public for theirlong-haired,
heads-down, scruffy image, and, for some
reason, rejected by the more off-beat cult band
followers, they’re stuck in the middle with no
specific audience to turn to.

‘Down The Dustpipe’ is released and
introduces the new, bluesier style that s to
develop into Quo’s trademark. (It also heralds
the talents of Bob Young - playing harp.)
Written by Carl Grossman, one of Valley
Music’s composers, its catchy, chugging
rhythm doesn’t impress the fikes of Tony
Blackburn, who chortles over the airwaves:
‘Down the dustbin for this one!’

May 2

Blackburn eats his words when ‘Down The
Dustpipe’ hits the charts, staying put for 17
weeks, and eventually rising tono. 12. Its
success is purely down to word-of-mouth
publicity

By now, Colin Johnson has met the band
again (when they play The London College Of
Fashion, of all places), and becomes their agent
He dedicates himself to Quo: gigs are hard to
find, but he perseveres

Understandably, the results aren’t exactly
stupendous, but rather than not play at all, Quo
acceptall the RAF Club gigs, the Scottish gigs
and the out-in-the-middle-of-nowhere gigs
Their financial position is bad, so they need the
money.

And gradually the audiences grow: they start
packing out the small venues .

Passing the Croydon Greyhound one night, ¢
rock reporter is curious to see a large crow ot
Eeuple Lhueuemg up outside. An unheard of

and called Status Quo are packing the place
out, having just released a single called 'Down
The Dustpipe’. That's the position they'rein,
despite the chart success and their ‘specialised’
following - ‘unfashionable’, and unwanted by
the majority.

But the more they’re ground down, the
stronger Quo’s sound and character become:
Raunchier and heavier than before, they're put
on the bill of a heavy rock festival in Leicester
Their setis arousing success, and awakens the
interest of compere John Peel, who begins to air
their music on his Radio One show.

Consisting mainly of the band’s own
songs, it waves goodbye to the uncharacteristic
£oP ditties they've been (hurmn§ out. ‘Junior’s

Wailing’ appears on the album - first heard by
Alan Lancaster as an LP track by contemporary
blues band, Steamhammer, it i$ to become the
opening anthem to Quo’s live show right up to
the ‘Rockin’ All Over The World' tourin ‘77

Atthe same time, ‘In My Chair’ appears.
Another word-of-mouth success, it hits the
chartsin November - reaching no. 21, it earns
Quoasloton Top Of The Pops. The singleis
praised by an NME reviewer forits ‘meaningful
guitar playing’, although Francis Rossi’s

escription is more basic: ‘The lead guitar does
things and there’s this riff. We did it in fifteen
minutes in two takes . . .’

1971

During this year, communication between
Quoand Pye gradually grinds toa halt
Appearing to consider Quo as no more than a
piece of plastic to be heard but not seen, Pye
refuse to regard their live work (Quo’s
speciality) as ‘promotion for the product’. Thus

uo’s ‘product’ for 1971 turns out to be their
last with Pye.
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June

The final Pye single, ‘Tune To The Music’,
whimpers out of the pressing plant. Forgettably
uninspiring, it does nothing for Quo’s
reputation and fails to touch the charts.

rom July onwards Quo’s diary is packed
with live dates-gigs organised by Colin
Johnson, whose determination has become the
band’s mainstay. The press and public are still
unenthuslasﬂcabﬁutguo’s ‘unhip’ image, and
thdse who don’tignore them casuallv[pu I them
apart. After steaming through a hot-blooded
performance at the Weeley Pop Festival one
Summer morning at8.30, Quo are dismayed by
the press’s lack of interest. The few comments
lhalapgearaccusethemnfbemg‘thepocr
man’s Canned Heat’ and of ‘lacking
progression’. Thereis, however, a small group
of people whose curiosity has taken them past
the superficial ‘uncoolness’. John Peel,
although initially swept along by the general
bias, continues to stand by Quo, and brings
them in for a radio session on ‘Night Ride’

Closer to home, Quo are unhappy about the
management situation. The band need
somebody more in tune with the ‘big league’ of
the music business. After writing to Patand Joe
with their decision to ‘find something better’,
Quo start looking around.

Their first ‘find” is Nigel Thomas, Leon
Russells manager. Putting them on the bill of
Russell’s Royal Albert concert is a waste of time
and Quo split with Thomas after only a few
weeks under contract

That mistake is soon forgotten as Colin
Johnson becomes Quo’s manager. Running his
ownagency, Exclusive Artists, he's struggling
under the weight of expenses, but feels Quo’s
talentis worth gambling on. At the same time,
‘Mike’ reverts back to his first name, ‘Francis’

December

‘Dog Of Two Head' buries the old Quo image
forever. Slamming through the twelve-bar
boogie shuffles, the band manage to capture
some of the electricity that runs rife in their live
shows

Although technically nota hit, the album
stirs up plenty of interest, including that of
Luxembourg D] Kid Jensen. He brings them
over to record a big at the Blow-Up Club and
ends up singing ‘Bye Bye Johnny” onstage with
Quo.

The Pye deal expires shortly after the album’s
release, but Quo decide to let it ride awhile
before renewing ties.

1972

Stuck in limbo with no positive reaction from
the business side of the fence, Quo work out
their frustration on live shows. As they become
more sure of themselves, so their performance
improves, becoming gutsierand more
powerful as time passes.

By mid-year, Colin Johnson'’s perseverence
has begun to pay off. A new chapter opens
when Quo sign with Gaff Management (under
Rod Stewart’s manager, Billy Gaff), and
Phonogram'’s new Vertigo label. The Pye
contract has been phased out

July
Quo beat the rain at The British Great
Western Festival in Lincoln. Playing in the
afternoon of the third day, they stun the
backstage contingent by stirring up the
audience to boogie in the mud!

August

Rewarded for their success in Lincoln, Quo
are lined up to play The Reading Jazz And Blues
Festival. This time the sun shines as they forge
their way through another eye-opening
performance.

Across the channel, meanwhile, Quoare
establishing themselves as a reliable touring
band, particularly in Germany.

In the autumn, Quo move into London’s IBC
Studios to commence work on their first Vertigo
album. In a position to grab hold of the reins for
once, they decide to try their hand at

roduction. With the run of the studio, they

ave more chance of finding the sound they
want-a live sound. The volume (and
everything else) is cranked up, and from the
word ‘go!’, it’s ‘OTT" all the way.

December
The first Vertigo single, ‘Paper Plane’,
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crashes into the record shops. Their most

urgent offering to date, it has been plucked

from the IBC session as a taster for the album.

‘Paper Plane’ soarsinto the charts, rising to
no. 8 duringits 11-week stay.

Early in the year, itis announced that Status

Quo will be playing their final gigs this year.

The tour will take in about 60 dates in all,
covering Europe and the British Isles (37 British
gigs). A step away from the road, but Quo will
continue torecord albums.
