Side one kicks off with Quo's most successful single for a
Tong time and is currently riding high in the charts -
Whatever You Want - no more need be said. Shady Lady, a
Rossi/Young composition is another rocker which I felt could
have been a couple of minutes Tonger so it could really get
moving. Who Asked You was written by Alan and it seems

that this guy can't put a foct wrong when he writes solo
compositions. Track four, Your Smiling Face, a Parfitt/Rown
song once again has got the rina of the title track and it
Tooks as though these two blokes are going to do a Tot more
writing together in the future. Side one closes with my
favourite track on the album, Living On An Island, and I

can see why there was the possibility that this might have
been the first single released from the album, It starts
with accoustic guitars and does not really sound 1ike the
hard Quo that we know until half way through when bass and
drums come in plus Bob Young on harmonica.

What a head banger side two starts with, two tracks linked
in Come Rock With Me and Rockin' On. This is the old Quo
that I love, it rocks and is great. I can see this becoming
a stage favourite on the next tour so start learning the
words. Runaway is another head banger and gets faster as

it moves along - great to boogie to. High Flyer has some
great guitar riffs from Francis with the album closing on
Breaking Away again showing some great guitar work from

both Richard and Francis.

In my mind, this has got to be the best Quo LP since Quo
Live. I know you'll enjoy it - I did.

[image: image6.jpg]We asked Lee Powis how hw managed to arrange to play with
Quo on 'Jim'11 Fix It'.
Read on........

It all started about three years ago. After beino a Status NMuo “fan since 'Nown The
Dustpipe', my main ambition, or dream, had always been to nlay alongside Francis and
Rick. So, after watching many series of 'Jim'11 Fix It', 1 thought I'd give it a an.
T wrote to Jimmy asking if I could nlay the guitar with Nuo, not exnectinc anything to
happen. Put three years went by, and all the time my love for Nun's music arew, vhen
one day, after finishing a day's work, I onened the door only to stumhle across a
telegram with my name on it. I was quite curious and hastily read the followina wards:
'Please ring Jim'11 Fix It, possible appearance.' For a minute my mind went hlank and
then it suddenly dawned on me. It took quite a while for me tn calm down but at the
same tire I tried not to build uo my hones, That night T just couldn't heln thinkina
vhat it would be Tike.

T was told that I would get to meet Puo after lunch., 1
couldn't eat much throuah nerves but, sure enouah, the time nassed quickly.

T was taker along to the dressino rooms and as we reached the door, I couldn't help
having a big snile right across ny face. I was introduced to Rick first who seemed
more interested in the whole thing than I would have imagined. Francis, however,
cracked a few jokes and the whele band made me feel more at home. I fould Alan and
John very quiet but that was because, no sooner had I met them than I was on stace
ready to play a number. Their great personality and wit made me feel good and, no
sooner said than done, I was playing the famous 'Don't l'aste My Time'. The sona went
down vell with the film crew and friends and afterwards I went back once again to talk
and meet more of the people involved. The concert was about to start and emhley was
packed solid. The concert vas areat and I lost two stone in weight through sweating.
ﬁfggr the concert, I went back to a party for the guests and ended up coing home at

.30 am.

Two months went by and I thought that they had foraotten all ahout it but, sure enouch,
the CEBC 'phoned up and said I would have tc go to the studios to record 'Jim'11 Fix Tt',
The programme took all day to record and I had a great time meeting all the people
from the television programmes. The higgest moment was when I received the auitar
that I played at llembley. It really was a surprise and the guitar is terrific. The
whole ordeal was just fantastic and really hard to helieve. I really do have to thank
Quo and a1l involved. There's nothina more I could wish to happen as my greatest dream
has been fulfilled.
