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A» you read this, Quo will be out in Montserrat

recording their (as yet untitled) next album. Before they went
I managed to sit down with lain Jones (the Quo organiser) for
an afternoon to discuss how the chaps go about putting
together an album

They’ve all been writing for quite a while for this one.
They're all quite settled in their own ways of writing
nowadays, Francis tends to write with Bernie Frost an old
time cohort. Rick writes mainly with Andy Bown, and Alan
due to living in Australia writes mainly on his own

They started preparing for the album by meeting at Rick’s
house where he has his own 24 track studio. They spent a
whole week there listening to each others demo tapes and
deciding which were the best songs to go on the album




[image: image5.jpg]Ie second week they spent in a rehearsal studio so they
could get to know each others songs and get back in the
groove of playing together again.

The third week they returned to Rick’s studio again to lay
down some very basic demo’s, so everyone could be sure
they'd interpreted the songs properly and felt happy with
them. By the end of the week they were all feeling relaxed and
raring to get to Montserrat and get started on the album.

On the 8th of February they flew to the island of
Montserrat. They actually flew first to Antigua, which is a
direct seven and a half hour flight from London, and from
there it's only a fifteen minute flight to Montserrat.

The studio in which they're recording is called Air Studios
and is owned by a Mr. George Martin (he of Beatles fame).
They started work on the (10th of February, laying down the
backing tracks.

They're using a new engineer this time, called Steve
Churchyard who also co-produces The Stranglers and
normally works in Air Studios in London. Prior to Quo, these
studios were used by ‘Elton John’ and ‘The Police’, and when
they're finished they’ll be occupied by James Taylor. Whilst
they're out there they’ll be staying in a hotel privately owned
by the studio, it only has six bedrooms, so in fact the band will
only just squeeze in. It will be the middle of the summer out
there, and the temperature will be up in the eighties, marking
the first time Quo has ever recorded in a warm climate, as
previously they've only recorded in places like England,
Ireland, Switzerland and Sweden.

On this album the synthesizers will be mixed down and the
guitars will be brought right back to the front, as the group
feel the records should bear more towards the live sound we
all kngw and love.

Theyll record about fourteen songs, and depending on their
running time, ten or twelve of them will be chosen to make-up
the album. The album should take five weeks to record, and
approximately two weeks to mix. Then the group will return
to England on the(18th of March. At the moment, the album is
scheduled for release in late August. So start saving now, as
it’s pretty definite that they’re going to tour just after its
release.

In the last
year or 50, Mr. Rossi has
been keeping his eyes and
ears open for new talent to
work with on the song-
writing side of things
So far he has unearthed two projects of which he has had
enough confidence in to go as far as signing them to his own
publishing company, Dump Music. First signings were two
young guitarists from up north called David Burton and Mike
Wilson, and secondly Guy Johnson a pianist from London. So
hopefully we should be hearing results from these
collaborations sometimes in the near future

member of Quo. Aside from his work with Quo, Pete has
provided the drumming for most of Francis’s projects, as well
as undertaking session
work for other groups
Pete takes a great
interest in the outdoors
which is reflected in his
current lifestyle.
