1962 Quo’s first incarnation begins as The Scorpians in the 2nd year at Sedgehill
Comprehensive School, Beckenham. Francis Rossi (b. 29th May 1949, Peckham) teams
up with fellow school ochestra member Alan Lancaster (b. 7th February 1949,
Peckham). They swap trumpets for guitars and are joined by another friend, Alan Key
Alan is soon replaced by Jess Jaworski on organ and Barry Smith joins on drums. The

Scorpians become the Spectres and play their first ever gig at the Samuel Jones Sports
Club, Dulwich.

1963. While the band rehearse at the nearby Air Cadets base in Dulwich they meet
John Coghlan (b. 19th September 1946, Dulwich), then drumming in a Shadows
inspired outfit called The Cadets. John joins The Spectres, Barry Smith leaves and the
band begin to think about writing their own material and learning more songs.

1964. Another year of school and solid rehearsals and The Spectres begin to attract a
wider audience. They meet Pat Barlow, a local gas fitter, who claims to have contacts in
the music business. Pat becomes their manager and encourages them to travel further
afild for gigs. A residency at the legendary Cafe des Artistes in London’s Fulham Road
follows

1965. Pt sccures The Spectres two auditions. One is for a Butlins Summer Season
and they get accepted. Alan and Francis want to leave school anyway but Jess decides to
stay on for A levels. John, who has been whiling away his time doing odd jobs is only
100 happy to take a professional gig. Roy Lynes, an organist in a Redhill group, joins
the band in time to play Butlins. It’s at Butlins that The Spectres meet Rick Parfitt

(b. 12th October 1948, Woking) who is also doing a season there. Rick is working in a
cabaret trio called The Highlights with two girls; the trio tour Europe before Rick
finally leaves two years later to join The Spectres.

1966. Pat sends a demo tape of a Shirley Bassey cover, “1 (Who Have Nothing)” to
Ronnie Scott. Producer John Schroeder, a friend of Scott’s is so impressed that he signs
the group to a five year deal with Piccadilly Records (later part of Pye) on July 18th.

“I (Who Have Nothing)” s released and flops. A second single, an Alan Lancaster
composition, **Hurdy Gurdy Man”, is released and also flops.

1967. A third single is released, “(We Ain't Got) Nothing Yet", but does nothing.
The Spectres change their name to Traffic and then to Traffic Jam and release “Almost
But Not Quite There”. Still no chart success. Pat comes up with a new name for the
band, The Status Quo, and it sticks (without the The...). They contract themselves for
back-up work and play with Madeleine Bell through to the end of the year to make ends
meet. In November Rick joins the band and they begin work on what was to have been
a throwaway B side, a Francis Rossi song, “Pictures Of Matchstick Men”.

1968. “Matchstick Men” becomes an automatic first choice for the new single and is
released in January. It is the first Quo hit, climbing to No.7 in the UK charts and even
achieving some success in America. The follow-up single, “Black Veils Of Mclancholy”
flops however, and it isn’t until the end of the year that the group are back in the charts
again - with “Ice In The Sun”. Bob Young joins the group as harp playerftour ma

and later as co-songwriter. (10 bé ol
