Ever Status Quo Concert. The last concert of a Final Tour
which spanned Europe + Thousands of QUO Followers,
40,000 of whom invaded the new town of Milton Keynes to
pay homage to Francis, Rick, Alan, Andy & Pete as they
stepped out play their last 3 hour set together.

If you missed the Show don’t worry you will be able to see
it, as a Video was made and will be available in time for
Xmas —a must for any QUO Fan whether they were there
or not.

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[image: image5.jpg]Since the Tour the Group have all been taking well earned
breaks, and as yet there is no news of any Recording plans.
There is however news of John Coghlan who has kept quiet
since his departure from QUO in 1982. John’s band
‘Partners in Crime’ have signed to Epic and have a single
‘Hold On’ released on 12th October with an Album to
follow in Jan/Feb ’85. Take a listen.

There have been lots of requests for a Pen Pal section in the
Fan Club, so as from the next issue we will have one. If you
want to be included send us a postcard with your Name and
Address on. Requests for a Fan Club Convention, probably
taking place in London, are also building up, if you’re in
favour let us know.
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1969. Two albums are released this year, “Picturesque Matchstickable Messages™
and “Spare Parts”) and with the only chart single being *“Are You Growing Tired Of
My Love™, a lack of direction begins to show itself. Matters also start to become tough
financially and soon Quo reject the (expensive) pop image they had been marketed with
for a more down to carth approach —out go the frilly shirts, in come the jeans.

1970. A raunchier and harder rock sound develops. Organist Roy Lynes quits in
September and the sound improves again. The LP “Ma Kelly’s Greasy Spoon” is
released and two significant singles make the charts—*In My Chair” and “Down The
Dustpipe”- the corner has been turned. Colin Johnson becomes their Agent and later
Manager.

1971, “Dog of Two Head", the first real hard rocking Quo album, is released and the
band's contract with Pye expires. Colin Johnson takes over from Pat Barlow as
Manager.

1972 The band’s persistance begins to pay off. They play The Great Western Rock
Festival and Reading, and, for the first time, are taken seriously as a Rock act. A new
long-term deal is signed with Vertigo (part of Phonogram).

1973. The single “Paper Planc” is released and the album “Piledriver, presenting a
sound that establishes the group as Rock giants. “Piledriver” enters the charts at No. 5
followed by the single “Caroline”. The real killer, “Hello" is released in December and
enters the charts at No. 1.

1974 Quo begin to carn a reputation as a People’s Band by their continuous touring
and they embark on their first official major British tour. Another album is released,
“Quo”’, entering the LP charts at No.1.

1975, “On The Level”, their next LP, also goes straight in at No. 1. A Quo Live EP
(with “Roll Over Lay Down”, “Gerdundula” and “Juniors Wailing) enters the singles
charts, the first EP to do so since the Beatles 12 years previously. The year ends on a
triumphant note with Quo seeing in the New Year by headlining the Great British
Music Festival at Olympia.

1976. Two hit singles follow, “Rain” and “Mystery Song” and yet another album,
“Blue For You” enters the charts at No. 1. Andy Bown, ex. The Herd, (b. 27th March
1947) joins the band on keyboards, guesting with them on tour and playing on “Blue
For You". Andy signs a solo deal with EMI and over the years becomes a regular
feature, and finally a member of the band; he-also co-writes Quo massive hit *“Whatever
You Want” with Rick Parfitt. A live album is recorded at the Glasgow Apollo almost
signifying the end of an era for Quo.

1977. 1977 sees the start of a new era...the band are voted Britain’s Top Hard Rock
Band in the Daily Mirror and Pop Awards and the famous “Rockin’ All Over The
World” tour, a giant sell-out trek literally all over the world takes place. The single and
album of the same name both rocket to the top of the charts.

1978. “If You Can’t Stand The Heat’ is recorded in Holland and the band return to
England to make a triumphant appearance in Reading, the festival where they'd made
such an impact six years previously. More studio time spent in Holland, which results
in their biggest hit of the year, “Again And Again”.




[image: image7.jpg]1979.  Quo embark on another massive tour beginning in Europe then coming to Bri-
tain. They begin with 3 nights at Wembley Arena and end with 4 nights at Ham-
mersmith Odeon with 40 dates in-between. .

To coincide with the tour an official biography of the band is published written by John
Shearlaw. “Whatever You Want” is released in the autumn and goes straight into the
Top 5 while the follow-up, the melodic “Living On An Island”, clocks up another huge
hit

1980. The next LP is recorded in Dublin but, before it hits the streets, the compila-
tion album “12 Gold Bars™ makes the Top 5 in March. The new LP, “Just Supposin’”,
produced by Quo and John Eden, is released in October along with the Top 10 hit,
“What you're Proposing”.

1981. The band's first tour in over two years is announced early in the New Year.
The ticket demand is so incredible that Quo decide to play Britain, go to Europe and
then return to the UK again for a grande finale. “Something "Bout You Baby I Like” is
released, another big hit, followed by the album, “Never Too Late”} again an automatic
chart entry. The year ends with another massive single, “Rock 'n’ Roll”, the band's
23rd consecutive hit single following on from no less than 12 consecutive Top 5
albums. They are also the only group or artist ever to have a Top 20 hit every year
since 1973. By the end of '81 they've sold over 12 million singles and nearly 8 million
albums and collected more than 91 gold, silver and platinum discs for worldwide sales
during the year. Status Quo are also awarded the coverted Silver Clef Award by Music
Therapy for Services to the Music Industry.

1982 Quo go back into the studio to record the *“1982 Lp and John Coghlan, a
member of the line-up since 1962, quits following disagreements. Rumours that the
band might split up were quashed with the announcement of a Spring Tour and the
album to follow. Ex-Original Mirrors’ drummer Pete Kircher (b. 21st January 1948) is
drafted in to finish work on the album and shortly after the group announce that he’s to
become full-time...just in time for the tour. The tour kicks off in April with 7 con-
secutive nights at Hammersmith Odeon and includes one very special date. On May
14th at Birmingham’s National Exhibition Centre they play a charity concert in aid of
The Prince’s Trust in front of Prince Charles himself. It marks both the first time a
member of the Royal Family has attended a Rock Concert and, undoubtedly, the high
point of Quo’s Twentieth Anniversary tour. To coincide with the tour the new album is
released, “1982" and the single “She Don't Fool Me” follows in June. Status Quo
round off a glorious year of live work by headlining to over 45,000 at the Castle Don-
ington Monsters of Rock Festival in August. A live version of “Caroline” is released in
October following later in the year by “Dear John”.

A triple album box set titled “F.T.M.0.” in a special round blue tin is released in time
for Christmas - three albums containing most of Quo’s greatest hits, including a
previously unreleased live LP, making a total of 36 tracks in all. The BBC present
Quo’s Royal Charity performance as a live broadcast and repeat it over Christmas.
1883. The band go into Air Studios in Monserrat to record their new LP and in
September release their first single of the year, “Ol Rag Blues”. A top 10 hit, it’s
followed by another smash, “A Mess Of Blues” and, in November, the album “Back
To Back”. A Top 20 chart hit, the LP is followed by their biggest single of the year
(and much promotional activity) ~“Marguerita Time". Quo shoot a video to go with the
single and for the first time abandon their denims in deference to the storyboard.

1984. “Marguerita Time", Status Quo’s 29th hit single, goes to No. 3 in the UK
charts. The band announce their final tour encompassing all major European territories
and, of course, a major British outing.
